QUADRANT PROCESS

The Quadrant Process allows you to visually demonstrate the high/low or positive/negative relationship between factors. It is useful to analyze issues so that you can assess the resistance that might be present.

Create the quadrants on chart paper and post it in the meeting room. As you discuss issues identify where they appropriately belong based on the impact and potential resistance.
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
